- Sa, if you are the wictim of rumars,
you are in good company.  Humors are an inescapable part of our society.
They crop up in politics, in the wark place, in sports and even in the church. |
know a pastorin Texas who came under vicious attack frorm one of his church
members.  He was accused of child molestation and adultery.  The rumors,
though untrue, were a danger to his ministry and even his life. YWhen his ac-
cuser threatened to "kill him if he didn't stop the affair' it became clear that the
accuser had a mental disorder. How did the pastor deal with this?—He talked
to the police and made sure the man was under strict surveillance when attend-
ing warship. (I'll bet no one fell asleep inthose servicesl)

The Gth Commandment is directed at the problem of rurnors. It states: Do not
give false testimony against your neighbor. The meaning of the commandment
seems pretty clear—we should not tell lies or spread slander about anather per-
son. But Martin Luther, in his explanation of the 8th Commandment puts a posi-
tive spin on the whole thing. Mot only are we to refrain from spreading rumors
that would hurt another person's reputation, but we are to "defend him, speak
well of him, and explain everything in the kindest way."

Howr can we stop the rumar mill? - If rumors are being spread about you (and |
think we've all been victims of the rumor mill) it is important not to react in an-
ger. ¥ou can't let strong emotions overrule your reasoning ability. Instead, stay

Family rituals can be an important part of helping our children grow in faith.  Your family is part of a larger family—the
family of God.
