
Christmas - Good News of Great Joy 
 
Luke 2:8-11 In the same region there were shep-
herds staying out in the fields and keeping watch over their flock by night. And 
an angel of the Lord suddenly stood before them, and the glory of the Lord 
shone around them; and they were terribly frightened. But the angel said to 
them, "Do not be afraid; for behold, I bring you good news of great joy which 
will be for all the people; for today in the city of David there has been born for 
you a Savior, who is Christ the Lord. 
 
This familiar passage of the Christmas Season captures the meaning of 
Christmas: the birth of Jesus, the Savior who would lay down His life for the 
sins of the world. 
 
I was talking with the children at church about the fear the shepherds felt as 
the angel of the Lord stood before them and the glory of God shone around 
them.  They were afraid because God is so big and great and mighty.  At 
Christmas we remember that this big, great, mighty God loved us so much 
that He was willing to become small and vulnerable.  God was willing to let His 
Son be born into our world and suffer the judgment of God in our place. 
 
This is the Good News we celebrate as we remember Jesus, the baby born in 
a manger. Through Him those who deserve judgment receive blessing, and as 
those who deserve death, we receive life.  “For of His fullness we have all re-
ceived, and grace upon grace. “
