Thoughts About Stewardship
—Pastor Peterson

When we hear the word stewardship, money normally springs to mind. Biblical stewardship means much more than money. Stew-
ardship is the management of life and all life resources for God’s purposes. Stewardship includes the management of the relation-
ships in our lives for God’s purposes. Here are 5 biblical suggestions for developing healthier relationships:
“Love your neighbor as yourself’ — LK. 10:27 Healthy families begin with healthy individuals. The more we are able to love our-
selves as God loves us, the healthier our relationships will be.
“Love your enemies and pray for those who persecute you, that you may be sons of your Father in heaven.” — Matthew 5:44
God does not ask us to like everyone or ignore their behavior, particularly if it is painful. Rather He desires that we seek their
good and show good to them as God sought good for us.
“For the love of money is a root of all kinds of evi. Some people, eager for money, have wandered from the faith and pierced
themselves with many griefs.” | Tim. 6:10 — Money is a poor replacement for love. No matter how much money you earn it can’t
build a stronger family or make for a happy heart.
“The tongue is also a fire, a world of evil among the parts of the body. It corrupts the whole person, sets the whole course of his
life on fire, ...“ James 3:6 Be careful about what you say to those you love. Words once spoken cannot be taken back, nor are
they easily forgotten. No one can hear the words “I love you,” too much.
“Blessed are the peacemakers, for they will be called sons of God.” - Matt. 5:9 The nature of sin is that it divides and separates
families. The nature of love is that it seeks reconciliation and to share God'’s forgiveness.
