
Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ,  
 

I want to ask for your prayers and your input into a 
process that is now underway.  More than a year 
ago the Constitutional Review Committee was asked by the Church Council to 
review and evaluate the current structure of the congregation.  In the 14 years 
since the Constitution was written Our Savior's Way has grown from a church 
with 60-70 people in worship, to a congregation of more than 450 Sunday 
morning worshipers and more than 650 members.  The organizational struc-
tures that worked so well for a smaller church do not function nearly as well 
when trying to set the long-range vision and management of the ongoing min-
istries of a large and active church.  
 

Those who have participated in Church Council meetings have discovered 
that inordinate amounts of time and energy are spent on short-term issues (ie. 
how many tables can be set up in the church narthex, where will we donate 
the Thanksgiving offering, should the women's restroom have new wallpaper, 
how many tables to rent for the Applefest).  These are decisions which need 
to be made, but they are short-term issues and do not address the long-term 
vision of what God is calling us to do as a church.  Many large congregations 
have discovered that a new structure is better suited to meeting the needs of a 
larger church.  
 

The model we are considering, called Policy Board Governance, has been 
developed for churches and other not-for-profit organizations.  More informa-
tion can by found at www.carvergovernance.com.  This model establishes a 
governing board which focuses solely on the church's long range vision and 
goals.  The board sets boundaries for the Sr. Pastor so that he can, with the 
support of the other staff and members of the congregation, carry out the pro-
grams necessary to achieve the vision and meet the goals of the congrega-
tion.  This model is currently being used by the Southeastern District, Prince of 
Peace Lutheran Church in Springfield, Bethany Lutheran Church in Waynes-
boro, and it is now being considered at Good Shepherd Lutheran Church in 
Reston.  The Constitutional Review Committee has been meeting with experi-
enced individuals to better understand the pros and cons of this new model.

As a result, we can all look forward to a more effective and 
streamlined organizational structure.

I would encourage you to speak with any 
of the members of this committee or to me, and provide your input as we be-
gin looking at this issue.

For 
all of us, it will be a learning experience.  Our ability to move forward will re-
quire the understanding, the prayers, and the support of the congregation.
