
Many, many heartfelt thanks to the teachers who 
have volunteered their time over the last year and 
especially in Vacation Bible School and Sunday 
School this Summer.  What a privilege it is to share God’s love with the 
younger generation! 
 
This fall we will begin our teaching year with a new “Celebrating the Children” 
Child Protective Policy which brings our Sunday morning program into line 
with the safety guidelines we have for the children who are involved in the 
Open Arms program during the week.  This new policy allows only safe, 
known, and trained teachers in our classrooms, and includes a number of 
safety measures, such as ensuring that there is always more than one adult in 
the room with your children.  The new policy is aimed at taking our children’s 
education program to the next level of excellence. 
 
The author of the Book of Deuteronomy understood the importance of reli-
gious education for children.  Read, sometime, what he had to say in Deuter-
onomy 6:1-15.  The religious education of our children begins in the home.  
That is why we tell parents who bring their children to be baptized: “This is just 
the beginning of a life-long journey in which children learn to experience and 
know God’s amazing love for them!” 
 
I want to hold up God’s words in Dt. 6:6-9: “Always remember these com-
mands I give you today.  Teach them to your children, and talk about them 
when you sit at home and walk along the road, when you lie down and when 
you get up.  Write them down and tie them to your hands as a sign.  Tie them 
to your foreheads to remind you, and write them on your doors and gates.” 
 
When it comes to faith, children remember best what is done in the context of 
daily life—“when you sit at home and when you walk along the road.” Faith 
can also be remembered through the use of visual symbols—pictures, posters 
and other art.  I think that’s what the author means when he says, “write them 
on your doors and gates.”

¨ Look out for “phishing,” a scam technique that sends an email to you containing what appears to be an official notice 
from a bank or government agency such as the IRS, asking for passwords, account numbers or your Social Security 
number. 

 

¨ Be careful buying drugs over the Internet.  Do not purchase medications from unlicensed online distributors or those 
who sell medications without a prescription. 

 

¨ Be wary of emails that offer debt relief or investment or real estate opportunities. 
 

¨ Before you give money to a charity, find out what percentage of the money actually goes to the charity. 
 

¨ Never pay in advance for services.  Pay for services only after they are delivered.  If a deposit is required, ensure 
you know the company or contractor is legitimate by checking references. 

 

¨ Never send money or give out personal information such as your Social Security number, credit card numbers and 
expiration dates, bank account numbers or date of birth to unfamiliar companies or unknown persons. 

 

¨ If you have been a victim of fraud, be wary of persons offering to help you recover losses for a fee paid in advance. 
 

If you are not sure whether an unfamiliar company is legitimate, check with the Better Business Bureau, Virginia Attor-
ney General office, National Fraud Information Center or other watchdog groups.

24 high school students spent 3 days 
power washing and painting their single wide trailer,  
wheelchair ramp demolition and rebuilding, tree cutting,  
lawn mowing, repairing the roof, washing walls, cleaning 
bathrooms and building relationships with each other and 
with Sue and Penny. “They are a Godsend,” Penny re-
plied to a newspaper reporter who interview the two 
women for an article being written about the students. 
What an awesome way to share the love of Jesus Christ 
with two special people that God has claimed as his. �
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We joined 230 other students from all across the U.S. 
who partnered with TEAMeffort Youth Mission Camps to 
work in the Gatlinburg, TN area. Each morning began 
with a devotion focused around our theme “Pray.

Go.” and each evening closed with evening worship 
and small group time. Each night we focused on one 
word from 1 Thessalonians.
