FROM THE PASTOR...

Dear Friends in Christ,

“Are you ready for Advent?” Nobody expects to

be asked that question. Outside the Church, nobody’s heard much
about Advent. Inside the Church, we are also poised to jump from
Thanksgiving to Christmas. But between the white of Thanksgiving
(that’s the color on the altar) and the white of Christmas, there is the
blue of Advent. Advent is a time of waiting, and maybe there is mean-
ing to be found in the waiting. Maybe the coming of Christ means just a
little more if we have to wait for it.

Advent is the four weeks before Christmas. It can be an exciting time
as we look forward to the coming of the Prince of Peace. We long for
peace on earth and the absence of all conflict, and we also pray for the
“peace that passes all understanding” (Phil. 4:7). We know that we will
celebrate Jesus’ birth at Christmas, and we also know that Christ will
come again.

Our world is longing for peace in so many places! We long for peace
in Iraq and Afghanistan. We pray that those we know and love will be
safe from harm and returned soon to their families. We long for peace
in Israel the place of Jesus’ birth.

However, over the last

two months expenses have exceeded income in the amount of $33,364.00. Offerings in October were $2,751.00 per
week below anticipated receipts, despite a generous single donation on the first Sunday of the month. Open Arms Tui-
tion income was 15% below what was expected. This was balanced in part by the fact that Open Arms’ expenses were
$27,254.00 less than expected. Overall, we can celebrate that for the first time in 2009 our bottom line is in the black
again. Together God is using us to do great things. We thank God that he continues to provide the resources needed
for this ministry and we thank you for your generous support of Christ's work in this place.

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CHARITABLE CONTRIBUTIONS

When one can give for the Lord’s work and enjoy tax savings at the same time, it's good to take notice. With those
thoughts in mind, here are three tax-saving ways to donate to your favorite church/charity:

1) Donate appreciated stock. If you've owned the shares for over a year, you can deduct the full value and not pay
tax on the appreciation. But, if you sell the appreciated stock and donate the cash, the profit is hit with capital gains tax.
(2) Don't donate stock that has decreased in value. If you do, you can’t deduct the loss on your return. The better
strategy is to sell the stock that decreased in value and then donate the proceeds.

(3) If you are over age 70-1/2 and own one or more Individual Retirement Accounts (IRAs), special legislation extended
through 2009 allows you transfer up to $100,000 tax-free without charitable deduction limits. Such a transfer does not
have to be included in income. The legislation permitting direct IRA transfers to charity is due to expire on December
31, 2009, though we are hopeful that it will be extended into the future.
