Let me remind you of one of my favorite Bi-
ble verses from Jeremiah 29:11--“For I know the plans I have for you," de-
clares the LORD, "plans to prosper you and not to harm you, plans to give you 
hope and a future.”  Our future and our hope is in God’s hands.  As we move 
forward into a new chapter of our nation’s history, let us put our trust in Him.

Beyond giving, there are other things you can do to help us manage our expenses. Many of the same things you prac-
tice in your own homes and places of business apply to us as well, like ensuring that outside doors are not left open, and 
that lights are turned out when rooms are not in use.
