‘Walk to Jerusalem’
Stewardship Focus for Winter

Our stewardship ministry this January, February and March will emphasize
the biblical mandate for self care. Self care is the duty of every soldier in his
or her preparation for battle. Self care is also the responsibility of all God's
stewards as we prepare to spiritually take responsibility for serving the Lord in
our world today. St. Paul wrote, “Therefore, | urge you, brothers, in view of
God’'s mercy, to offer your bodies as living sacrifices, holy and pleasing to
God - this is your spiritual act of worship (Romans 12:1).” “Do you not know
that your body is a temple of the Holy Spirit, who is in you, whom you have
received from God? You are not your own; you were bought with a price.
Therefore honor God with your body (I Corinthians 6:19-20).” The care of our
body, mind and spirit is never an end in itself. Self care is always a step to-
ward greater service to God and to others.

As a congregation we are going to be taking a ‘Walk to Jerusalem’. ‘Walk to
Jerusalem’ is a ministry to encourage each of us to exercise and to take a
step toward self care and greater health. Step one of ‘Walk to Jerusalem’ is
to set a goal for yourself to exercise and walk every day. How far and how
long you walk is up to you. Step two is to keep track of your miles, and then
record your miles into our ‘Walk to Jerusalem’ log book which will be in the
narthex.
