The Constitution will be the subject of discussion during the month of July and
August. At the Congregational Summit on May 30", Alan Klaas led the mem-
bers of Our Savior's Way in an exercise designed to write a new Church Con-
stitution. It was an inspirational day for all who participated in the process.

Overheard at the Congregational Summit (obviously spoken by one of our Re-
publican church members): “Why do we need someone from Arizona to teach
us how to write a Constitution? We live in Virginia. Thomas Jefferson was a
Virginian. He and some other really smart guys wrote the U.S. Constitution.
Why doesn’t the church use that Constitution? The Democrats aren’t using it
anymore.”

As fine a job as Mr. Jefferson did on the U.S. Constitution, it really isn't appro-
priate for a church. So, as a result, there will be a series of Town Hall Meet-
ings during July and August to discuss the Constitution developed at the Con-
gregational Summit. | hope you will make attending one of these meetings
before or after the service a priority.

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“DOING LIFE TOGETHER” SMALL GROUP MINISTRY

Christ has called us to live in community. In the book of Acts the early followers

of Christ were described as devoted to community and to learning God’s Word.

“They devoted themselves to the apostle’s teaching and to the fellowship. Every day they continued to meet together in
the temple courts. They broke bread in their homes, and ate together with glad and sincere hearts, praising God and
enjoying the favor of all the people. And the Lord added to their numbers daily those who were being saved (Acts 2:42a,
46,47).”

As our congregation grows larger, we also need to grow smaller. We need to find ways to help people connect with God

and with each other. This is why a new small group ministry is being launched called, “Doing Life Together.”

Our goal is

to offer a small group for every person in our church with a wide variety of opportunities for people to grow spiritually.

This fall we will begin “Doing Life Together”,

by starting a training series for small group leaders.

GriefShare Ministry Update -- Mondays, 7:00 - 9:00 pm

GriefShare, a grief support group, is continuing this summer on Monday
nights, 7:00-9:00 PM in the church library and will run through August 17,
2009. It will be offered again in the fall beginning on September 21.

This session began the second year of this ministry. We have four people
who facilitate: Pat Sheehy, Bobbie Peterson, Paul Mitchell and Beth An-
ton. Pastor Peterson serves as our spiritual leader, not only by keeping the
program and participants in prayer, but leading the healing service which is
held during the last session. Diane Olsen has also been involved through the
Parish nurse program and has been available to substitute as a leader. As a
nurse, she has seen the long-term effects of unresolved grief, and helped or-
ganize and implement the program from the beginning.

We would ask you to also keep this program in your prayers; that God will
continue to bless the ministry and that hurting, grieving people find their way
to a GriefShare group, whether at OSW or the many places it is offered all
over the world.

We have had as many as thirteen people attend one of our GriefShare ses-
sions and as few as one. Each session is designed to "stand-alone," so that
people can begin attending any session, and come when they can. When the
ministry started in May, 2008, all of the participants who started were mem-
bers of OSW. Our current participants are all from outside of our church. They
found the group through the GriefShare website, www.griefshare.org, and
by word of mouth.

It continues to be a blessing and privilege to be used by the Holy Spirit as the
Lord's healing touch is offered to people who are in the valley of shadows,
journeying through grief.

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Dear Friends in Christ:

On May 30, 2009, over 60 of your friends and fellow members of OSWLC participated in a Congregational
Summit, facilitated by Alan Klaas a leader in the field of mission growth and church governance. During
this day, Alan explained the critical concepts of the current "unchurched culture" that makes church gov-
ernance difficult, and described ways of using the gifts of all our members-especially those capable of, but
not now involved, in church leadership. We learned about some new ways of working within the reality of
what Alan termed the "sprinter culture" that so many of us experience in our day to day lives here in North-
ern Virginia.

During the day, participants made fundamental decisions needed for a new constitution, and then in
breakout groups made choices and major decisions needed for bylaws. The output of that day is a draft of
a new constitution and bylaws which is being proposed for OSWLC and which you will find attached. The
document contains all the required text for approval by the Lutheran Church Missouri Synod. Certain por-
tions of the document (Article Il1, IV and VII) contain wording required of all LCMS church constitutions.

This work actually began several years ago, as we began to see the need for greater involvement in ex-
panding our mission. The construction of our new sanctuary, along with the capital campaign needed to
support it, put this effort on hold until we could substantially complete both of those endeavors. In 2008,
the Church Council approved moving forward with a constitutional review, and in January of this year a
Steering Committee was formed to begin this process. The Steering Committee is composed of current
and past officers of OSWLC, including most of its past Presidents. A number of people and churches were
consulted, and we chose to move forward with a model based on the principles of policy-based leadership
developed by John Carver in his book Boards that Make A Difference, and the principles of leadership in
the church described by Kennon Callahan in his books: Twelve Keys to an Effective Church and Effective
Church Leadership. Alan Klaas was recommended by several churches who have moved to this model,
and we engaged Alan to lead and facilitate the May 30th Summit.

So what would change and how is a Missional Constitution/ByLaws different from how we are governed
today?

Our current governance model, written when we were a much smaller church, tends to focus the work of
our Church Council and Church Boards on inside-the-church issues. The proposed governance model
would create a mix of boards, committees and action teams and meeting time would be spent deciding
mission strategies for the local mission field.

Today, 80% of the decisions made by our congregation create only twenty percent of our results. Our pro-
posed model would delegate 80% of our decision to a few people empowered to make them, allowing the
congregation to determine the top decisions: Ministry Direction, Ministry Outcomes and Approve the Minis-
try Plan (budget).

In the new model, wters would make no decisions about operational details as we are often called on to
do today. Voters would determine the overall direction of the ministry, decide specific outcomes and set
the objectives, approve the budget, make major program decisions, major staffing decisions for called
workers, acquiring or selling real estate and electing the officers and lay leadership group who are
charged with the responsibility of carrying out the direction adopted by the congregation.

Our current church council of 18+ officers and boar d members would be replaced by a Mission
and Ministry Servant Leaders Group made up of 9 mem bers. This would include four officers as we
have today (President, Vice President, Secretary, Treasurer) and five at large members. This group would
have no program responsibilities, as we have in our current structure. This lay leadership group would be
empowered to create the structure needed to achieve the ministry plan, change this structure as situations
warrant, create the policies needed to achieve the outcomes created by the congregation and be account-
able for staying within the budget approved by the Voters. They would supervise the Senior Pastor, but
stay out of all administrative decisions.
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Today, our Senior Pastor serves as our spiritual leader but has no authority to implement policies and pro-
grams. In the proposed model, the Senior Pastor remains ou r spiritual leader, but also becomes
the missional leader of the congregation and the ad ministrative leader of the congregation. In
these roles, the Senior Pastor is accountable for seeing that policies and programs are implemented, au-
thorized to create needed infrastructure and all staff would be accountable only to the Senior P astor
or his delegated person. The Senior Pastor may not discharge a called worker or create new ministry
programs.

One big difference between the current and proposed models is that much of the work currently done by
boards would be replaced by Action Teams. Such teams would meet as needed and would exist as long
as needed. Team membership could be as small as needed and there would be no term limits. Member-
ship is based on people's talents and abilities and not on a commitment of time. Today, we call on people
to serve multiple years. In the new model, we recognize we exist in a "sprinter culture” where people are
more comfortable giving shorter periods of time or to help with specific tasks.

Realizing and fulfilling our expanding mission makes this an exciting time, full of rewarding opportunities
to not only grow our faith, but to share it in mission focused approaches. Over the next two months, the
steering committee will be hosting a number of Realizing and Fulfilling our Mission Town Halls to discuss
how we can expand our mission and how the proposed new governance structure fits into helping facili-
tate this process. Town Halls will be scheduled for:

Sunday, July 12 and 26 following the last service
August 2nd and 9th following the last service and
August 9th at 8:30 AM

W e encourage you to attend and be part of one or more of these Town Halls and/or to reach out to any of
the members of the Steering Committee who are listed below.

Again, thank you for your active involvement in this process. It is a sign that God continues His work
among us and continues to bless OSWLC in so many rich and varied ways.
