
I’ll be honest…every June I get a little edgy thinking 
about the “summer slump” that’s coming as soon 
as school is over.  In Northern Virginia we are 
blessed to be living in a location which is within an easy driving distance  of 
Ocean City, the Outer Banks, the Blue Ridge Parkway, Shenandoah National 
Park, the Chesapeake Bay, Busch Gardens and King’s Dominion - not to 
mention the countless golf courses and fishing spots which surround us.  In 
other words, there are plenty of options this summer besides attending Sun-
day worship at Our Savior’s Way.  This year I’ve decided not to fight it.  In-
stead, here is my permission to take a couple of Sundays and go off and play.  
Wherever you find yourself, I’d like to encourage you and your family to attend 
church.  Here are a few suggestions to keep your faith strong during the 
“summer slump”: 
 
1. We Encourage “SPYING” . Every year I know it’s coming…the dreaded 

“summer slump” in attendance.  I try not to take it personally.  It’s not be-
cause of me, or my preaching.  Families just need some time.  We don’t 
get hurt, but we do encourage folks to visit a church in the area where you 
are visiting.  Consider this a “covert op” for Our Savior’s Way.  See if you 
can rip off some good ideas.  Bring along a digital (James Bond) camera, 
and shoot us an email telling us what you liked about the other church. 

 

2. Family Time is FAITH Time .  So, you’re staying in a mountaintop retreat, 
and it’s just too far down the mountain to go to church, or you haven’t had 
time to check the worship schedule.  Gather your family together and 
make your own “Faith Time”.  Read from the Bible, sing a song, share 
how God is important to you.  Say a prayer, and let each member of the 
family add a sentence thanking God or asking for a blessing.  These Fam-
ily Faith Times can be meaningful and important. 

 

3. Do something for SOMEONE ELSE .  It is so easy to get caught up in the 
busy-ness of overloaded schedules during the school year.  Summer is a 
great time to leave all that behind and focus on just being Christ’s disciple 
wherever you are.  Lend a helping hand to a person in need. Give a cold 
water bottle to a thirsty hiker. Volunteer to feed the neighbor’s dog or cut 
their grass while they are on vacation.  Show someone you care… with no 
strings attached. 

 
I’m sure there are other things that you can do to avoid the “summer slump.”  
Feel free to drop me an email with your idea.  The important thing is to find a 
way to share the love of Jesus, because summer doesn’t last forever.
