FROM THE PASTOR...

Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ,

| am writing to you about a very serious matter which deserves your prayerful
consideration. Over the past year, Our Savior's Way has been richly blessed.
Last summer we began worshiping in our new church. Our Open Arms minis-
try has added teachers and classrooms, and now serves 331 children. Tuition
income from Open Arms has grown from $83,024.56 last September to
$167,378.05 in March 2009. There is an average of 100 more people in
church on Sunday morning, and our Easter attendance was close to 1000.
God is blessing us.

Our Sunday morning offering is up over last year, but it is significantly below
what we need to meet our budget. For the first three months of 2009, offer-
ings have averaged about $4,000-5,000 per week below budget. The result
is, at the end of March, a $60,064.29, shortfall in budgeted offering income.
This is a dangerous situation which threatens the financial health and stability
of our congregation.

| realize that the current economy has caused many of us to cut back on ex-
penses, including giving to church. However, at this point in our congrega-
tion’s ministry, with a $60,000.00 per month mortgage payment and increased
utility bills for a new building, we need to all work together to meet the chal-
lenge before us.

We have many new members at Our Savior's Way. You may be asking, “How
much should | give?” For me, the Biblical concept of a TITHE—10% of a per-
son’s income—is the model to use. We give out of thankfulness for what God
has given to us. In addition to individual blessings, we are thankful for a new
place to worship, pews to sit in instead of chairs to set up, and an increased
opportunity for ministry. For these reasons, in our family, we have chosen to
step beyond the TITHE in our giving. For each person or household, the offer-
ing you give on Sunday morning is a very personal thing. But | feel the need
to do what | have never done before, and share with you what our family’s gift
to the Lord is each Sunday. Last year, along with special offerings, our
weekly gift was just above $450.00 per Sunday. | realize that not everyone
will give at this level. Because of the way the Lord has blessed each of us,
some of us will give more, some less. What | am convinced of is the value of
the Biblical idea of proportionate giving—that we give in proportion to the way
God has blessed us.

There are two important aspects to proportionate giving. First, our level of
giving to the Lord rises out of our level of income. Second, our giving out of
thanks for God’s blessing involves sharing our income with others. You hear

a lot about the TITHE as the Bible’'s example of proportionate giving and the
highest standard for Christians.

There are a number of advantages to the TITHE:

It is a biblical standard. These words are from Malachi 3:8-10:

8You people are robbing me, your God. And, here you are, asking, "How
are we robbing you?" You are robbing me of the offerings and of the
(TITHE) ten percent that belongs to me. °That's why your whole nation is
under a curse. °l am the LORD All-Powerful, and | challenge you to put
me to the test. Bring the entire ten percent into the storehouse, so there
will be food in my house. Then | will open the windows of heaven and
flood you with blessing after blessing.

It is related to income, and not to the Church's budget.

It has a universality about it, in that the concept is as old as the Old Testa-
ment, and as new as the New Testament Church.

It is easy to figure out. For example: if you have $100.00 in income, 10%
of that, or $10.00 is given to the Church.

It would produce enough funds to not only meet the mortgage and pay our
bills, but to expand our Church’s programs, meet the needs of the hungry
and homeless, and spread the gospel message.

Another advantage to proportionate giving is that it allows each of us to ex-
press our love no matter how little we happen to have, or how we happen to
feel. Your financial commitment is needed in order for our church to maintain
itself, but to also expand our programs and to bring the Good News of God’s
love in Jesus Christ to our community and world. Please prayerfully consider
your financial commitment.

For some time, we had felt God calling us to serve Him in
a variety of ways. About a year ago, His call came to us
by way of a story about a baseball glove. In our humble
attempt to answer that call, we have been blessed beyond
our wildest expectations.

In April of 2008, my good friend, Nate Allen, shared his
experiences from a mission trip to an orphanage in Nicara-
gua. He told about the kids and about the pastor, Earl
Bowie, and specifically about a young boy named Arsenio.
Arsenio was relatively new to the orphanage, having been
saved from living in the city park on his own for approxi-
mately two years. Arsenio sat quietly next to Nate, con-
templating the dire condition of Nate's baseball glove. The
pocket of the glove was so worn that Nate was in danger
of catching balls with his bare hand. This was a problem
since Nate was enjoying playing baseball with these kids.
In one swift move, Arsenio took the glove and control of
the situation. He gathered some material used for weav-
ing baskets, and proceeded to work on Nate's glove for
about an hour. Problem solved. Nate continued to play in
many impromptu games of baseball over the remainder of
the trip. Each time, he remembered the way a young boy
had treated him and his glove with such love and care.
This story started our wheels to turn.

How could we make such a trip? Maybe we might meet
some kids like Arsenio. God planted the seed, and re-
cently, our entire family made the trip to the Verbo Or-
phanage in Puerto Cabezas, Nicaragua. We would spend
a week there. Our assignment was not to build any thing
or provide medical care, but simply to love the kids, pray
with and for them, and share God's love in a place that
really needs it.

Puerto Cabezas is on the east coast of Nicaragua. It is
home to the Meskito people, struggling to survive by farm-
ing in the jungles along the Coco River. They lack many of
the conveniences that we take for granted, and they live
amidst a culture that includes witchcraft and other pagan
practices. Through the work of the Orphan Network, an
orphanage has been created in Puerto Cabezas, headed
by pastor is Earl Bowie. With God's help, he has created
a safe haven for almost 100 children ranging in age from 2
to 18. With God's message of love, he is helping to pro-
duce quality citizens with a good education, self-esteem,
faith in Jesus Christ as their savior, and a desire to change
the world.

Prior to the trip there

were seweral ‘travel

doctor’ visits for vacci-

nations and medica-

tion-shots for Hepatitis

A, Hepatitis B, yellow

fever, typhoid, and

tetanus. (We'll take

malaria pills for an-

other couple of days

still to come!) Finally our trip began at 2:30 AM on a
school bus packed with 30 people ready for this mission
trip. We arrived in Puerto Cabezas almost 17 hours later.
On the first night, while we were very tired and without our
luggage, but before we knew it, God was working to help
us settle in to the task at hand. A small girl named Elsi
grabbed onto Abby's hip and was attached from that mo-
ment on. A circle of a dozen kids stared in awe at the arti-
ficial leg of Sam, one of the teenagers on the trip. They
wanted to know us, to hug us, to love us, and to be loved.

Some of their stories bring our emotions to the surface.
The reality of their stories cannot be tucked away. Bis-
marck, a sweet boy of about 10, walks on a slant due to
nerve damage from being repeatedly hit with a frying pan
in the face by his grandmother. Abigail and Samuel came
to the orphanage due to abandonment. Their parents de-
cided that they could not take care of them and decided to
treat them like trash. In Nicaragua, they burn trash.
Neighbors brought them to Pastor Earl's care. There was
dying young woman with three kids, who had been caring
for themselves. She died while we were there. They had
been living in such poverty that the young boy, did not
even understand the food offered him until it was cowvered
in dirt. Each child has a story and is working their way
back from a painful place. You can see it in their eyes.

This story is not about us, but we are forever changed.
This is about God working
in our lives and the lives of
His children. We are look-
ing into continuing God's
work by sponsoring a child
there, and are preparing
our hearts to return to Nica-
ragua if God would have us
do so. And to think, it all
started with a simple story
about a baseball glove.

“This is the kind of fast day I'm after: to break the chains of in-
justice, get rid of exploitation in the workplace, free the op-
pressed, cancel debts. What I'm interested in seeing you do is:
sharing your food with the hungry, inviting homeless poor into
your homes, putting clothes on the shivering ill-clad, being
available to your own families. Do this and the lights will turn on,
and your lives will turn around at once. Your righteousness will pave your way.
The God of glory will secure your passage. Then when you pray, God will an-
swer. You'll call out for help and I'll say, ‘Here | am.’ (Isa. 58:6-9 The Message)

The 30 Hour famine weekend kicked off with students beginning their fast at
7:00 am on Friday April 24", Students were given the opportunity to “be seen,
be heard” at school by giving up lunch and possibly sharing with friends about
the growing need of support for children across the world.

In the evening, as youth arrived, our event began with getting a little dirty with
finger paints and making a poster that represented the 29,000 children that die
each day due to hunger related issues. To get the participation of the congrega-
tion and to raise more awareness, this poster was hung up in the sanctuary for
Famine Sunday.

Good Shepherd of Reston, Prince of Peace of Springfield and Our Savior's way
teamed up for this event to make this event “bigger than ourselves.” This year
we had over 60 students participate in this event along with 20 adults. Through-
out the night activities took place such as tribe competitions, group building
games, worship with the Keith Elgin Band, Sumo wrestling, moon-bounce box-
ing, moon-bounce bungee racing, making of cardboard houses, craft projects,
time to hang out and get to know each other, and candle-light prayer service.

Saturday came early, but we couldn’t ask for a nicer day for our food drive.
Sending students out with bag in hand to collect food for ECHO, Loudoun Inter-
faith, and Reston Interfaith, we collected over 850 items including microwaves,
lawn mowers, printers, toys, and tons of food!

Our Savior's Way youth set a goal to raise $8000 this year to contribute to
World Vision’s mission. Today our total is $1900 with more donations still on the
way in. If you wish to help OSW'’s youth meet our goal of $8000, you may write
a check for any amount to World Vision and drop it by Tyler's office.

To end the famine event this year, our ‘break-fast’ began with Pastor Wiech-
mann leading us in a short time of reflection on our physical hunger and our
spiritual hunger and the need for God in our lives. He then set

the table for Holy Communion and officially ended our fast with

the breaking of bread and pouring of wine.

Our ‘break-fast’ meal was very minimal this year to represent

the amount of food some children might get in a true famine.

Our meal consisted of beans, rice and corn. Joel Dietrich put together a slide
presentation on how much food families in other countries consume in one
week. Thank you to Moe’s and Baja fresh for their donations of the food.
