FROM THE PASTOR...

Dear Friends in Christ,

November is here and it's time to think again about “Thanksgiving” and
“Stewardship.” These two words go together like “sugar & spice.” They are
made for each other because together they sum up our response to the grace
and love of God. This month, families will gather on Thanksgiving Day to re-
flect upon how good the Lord has been to us and what he has done for us. Of
course, giving thanks is not something we do just once-a-year. It is a daily
event in the life of a believer.

The next step is “Stewardship” because the outcome of “Thanksgiving” is al-
ways “Stewardship.” When we remember that all that we have comes from
God and belongs to him, we realize that truthfully, we don’t own anything. The
Lord simply loans things to us for a time.

Net Loss for September $42,607

The above numbers highlight the financial situation of the church. During the month of September we experienced a net
loss, after paying all salaries and bills, of $42,607. This is a serious situation which warrants our focused attention. Dur-
ing past years income from the Building Fund/Capital Campaign helped to cushion such losses. However, as you can
see, income to the Building Fund only begins to pay the mortgage and property expenses for the church. There are
some short-term challenges that have led to this budget short-fall. Attendance on Sunday morning has been lower than
expected. At the beginning of September Open Arms opened up four new all-day classrooms. Those classrooms have
been slowly filling with children.

Of particular concern is that the Church offering is significantly below what was anticipated in the budget. In fact, even
with an increase in attendance, compared to two years ago, the Sunday general offering in September is below 2007
levels. Perhaps we have the economy to thank for that. The good news is, despite our income being lower than ex-
pected, our expenses have also been lower than expected. The situation is not hopeless. If both the Church and Open
Arms could meet their income goals for the year, our budget would show a net gain instead of a net loss. However, we
cannot continue to sustain a negative cash flow.

What can we do? The Church Council has been making a good-faith effort to deal with the financial challenges we face.
In putting together the 2009-2010 budget the Board Chairpersons brought forward suggestions on how we can save
money. In addition the Church Council is looking at cost-cutting measures, including a reduction in staffing and chang-
ing the healthcare package we offer our staff. However, cost-cutting alone is not the solution. The solution involves
carefully controlling expenses, as well as raising Church offering and Open Arms tuition income. Open Arms will be fo-
cusing on filling classes to meet tuition goals. | am also asking each of you, the members of Our Savior's Way, to re-
examine your level of giving. When the new budget was passed in August, the congregation was challenged to increase
giving by 10% to meet budget requirements in the new year. This challenge still remains to be met. | am also asking
you to reach out to your friends and neighbors and invite them to be a part of the wonderful fellowship which is Our Sav-
ior's Way. God has truly blessed this congregation. We are part of a dynamic group of Christians with tremendous min-
istry opportunities all around us. We have many important and vibrant ministries underway and thriving. | believe that if
we are faithful, God will be faithful in blessing our efforts to serve him.
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“DOING LIFE TOGETHER” SMALL GROUP MINISTRY

Our small group leaders will be finishing up their leadership training in November. Soon we hope

to be able to inform you about the type of groups that will be forming and how you can get in-

volved. Our prayer goal is to establish 15 small groups in January 2010 with approximately 5-15 people in each group.
These groups will be organized around the interests and needs of their members, meet at various times throughout the
week and in various places. The groups will vary but they will share these five common elements in their group life: fel-
lowship, Biblical equipping, prayer, service and outreach.

The goal of “Doing Life Together” small group ministry is to offer a place for every person in our congregation, Open
Arms Childcare Ministry, and our community to experience Christian community where they can spiritually grow and
serve Christ so others might know Him.

In January, a second leadership training course will be offered on Monday evenings. If you would like to know more
about how you can become a small group leader at OSW or more about the small group opportunities that are begin-
ning, please contact Pastor Peterson at epeterson071@live.com or 301-755-7468.

Breads left after donations are available for you each Sunday. Please leave
your donation for the “free” bread. It will be added to the Benevolence Fund to
help more families meet basic needs.

Food Pantry Collections : Donations are collected year-round in baskets in
the Narthex to supply Interfaith Relief and other local food pantries. Each
month look for collection bags to be given out on the first Sunday as a re-
minder for you to fill a bag for those in need. Inside will be a note with sug-
gested items to buy based on food pantry needs. Items in need continue to
be: canned meats (tuna, chicken, turkey), pasta, spaghetti sauce (w/meat),
cereal, peanut butter, canned fruit, stews, and soups. Food cards and loose
change are also much appreciated.

COUPONS for our MILITARY: Bring in your current and expired (no more
than 2 months) manufacturer coupons you are not able to use. Military fami-
lies are able to use the coupons for up to 6 months after their expiration date
through the Overseas Coupon Program.

November is Diabetes Month

Diabetes is a metabolic disorder affecting the way the body uses food for growth and energy. The pancreas produces
insulin for our body to utilize the glucose produced from foods we eat.

Type | Diabetes - The pancreas creates little or no insulin; therefore, the person with type | diabetes must take insu-
lin daily to live. Most often occurs in children and young adults but can occur at any age.

Type |l Diabetes - The pancreas produces the insulin, but the body does not respond appropriately. This insulin

resistance may be controlled with diet and exercise or may require oral medication. This is the most common form of
diabetes and is associated with older age, obesity, family history of diabetes, previous history of gestational diabetes,
physical inactivity, and certain ethnicities.

Gestational Diabetes - Developed by some women during their pregnancy, this type of diabetes usually disappears
after delivery of the baby, however 40-60 % of these women, especially those of certain ethnicities or who have a family
history of diabetes, may develop Type Il Diabetes within 5-10 years.
