Beyond these three opportunities, ad-
ditional activities include “GROWING 
FAITH”  (educational and Bible study 
opportunities), “OUTREACH & SER-
VICE”  (includes social ministry, mis-
sion trips and the other service com-
mit tees of  the church),  and 
“WORSHIP” (our number one pur-
pose is to bring glory to God). 
 

My prayer is that you will find your 
place at Our Savior’s Way and that 
together we will grow in our faith to-
ward God and in love for one another.

SURVEY SAYS…... 
 
Last September Our Savior’s Way participated in a Congregational Life Sur-
vey.  The survey is based on the answers of 294,061 worshippers in 2,306 
congregations across the U.S.  The results of the survey have now been pub-
lished, with some surprising conclusions.  For example 86% of the worship-
pers at OSW report that they “always or usually experience God’s presence 
during worship”—maybe not surprising, but this was above the national aver-
age.  Members of Our Savior’s Way tend to be more generous in their giving 
than the average worshipper.  Not surprisingly, worshippers at Our Savior’s 
Way are more highly educated than worshippers in the average U.S. congre-
gation, and more families still have children at home.   
 
One surprise: when asked, “Do some or all of my close friends attend here?” 
only about ½ of the worshippers at OSW said “yes”, as compared to more 
than 2/3 of worshippers in other congregations.  It looks like we have a big 
opportunity to invite our friends and neighbors to church!

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NICARAGUA MISSION REPORT  
 

This summer five members of Our Savior’s Way made a journey to Central 
America for a week at the Verbo Church and Orphanage in Peurto Cabezas, 
Nicaragua.  Pastor Mann and son, Ben, Dave Middleton and daughter, Abby  
and Angela Doyle made up the team from Our Savior’s Way.  A journey from 
Ashburn (one of the wealthiest communities on earth) to Peurto Cabezas (one 
of the poorest) is quite a change.  After the shock of seeing dirt roads, open 
sewers, people living in 10-foot-square, tin-roofed shacks—we discovered 
that even in that corner of the world God was at work.  The people of Peurto 
Cabezas are poor in material possessions, but rich in the Spirit of God.  The 
105 children in the Verbo Orphanage were an inspiration to us all.  Especially 
moving was the story of Merlinda, an 18-year old girl who, four years before, 
had come to the Verbo orphanage with her younger brother and two sisters.  
She shared with us how God has called her to stay in the orphanage as a 
“mother” to the motherless.  You can see Merlinda’s testimony at http://
tinyurl.com/mlk4lt.
