Faith Forward- 
Expanding God’s Mission 
 
Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ, 
 

I want to share with you the goal of the 2010 Capital Funding and Steward-
ship Campaign.  FAITH FORWARD—EXPANDING GOD’S MISSION is 
aimed at tapping in to the resources we need to do the ministry Christ is call-
ing us to in Northern Virginia.  This week I sat and talked with a woman who 
earlier this year, was homeless.  During the snowstorm she and her children 
lived out of her car. They ran the car heater at night trying to keep warm.  Dur-
ing the blizzard they were literally snowed in.  Now, thanks to the generosity 
of Our Savior’s Way and its members, she has a job and her family has a 
home.  This is the kind of difference our Church is making in this community.  
In the years to come, my prayer is that together we the people of Our Savior’s 
Way, will be able to make an even bigger and more positive difference in the 
lives of people around us.  Jesus said, “If you have done it unto one of the 
least of these, you have done it unto me” (Mt. 25:40). 
 

Right now there are two big challenges to Our Savior’s Way moving forward 
in mission and ministry.  The first challenge is a $1.6 million Bridge Loan from 
the last building project.  If we could pay off that debt we could free up an ad-
ditional $84,000 per year for mission and ministry.  The second challenge is 
related to the first.  After completing the new sanctuary our congregation ex-
perienced explosive growth.  Our Savior’s Way now has 762 baptized mem-
bers and three Sunday morning services.  It is not unusual to have more than 
500 people in worship.  All this with one full-time pastor, two part-time, retired 
pastors as well as other support staff.  (The rule of thumb is to have 1 full-time 
pastor for every 150 people in worship.)  As a result our church is under-
staffed and our staff is overworked.  This spring Pastor Mann and Jamie Wag-
ner, Executive Director of Open Arms, have both considered calls to other 
congregations.  The work load we place on our staff is one reason for that.  It 
would be a blessing to be able to hire a Business Manager for the Church and 
also consider adding to the staff a young Assistant Pastor.  A Business Man-
ager would make sure that the Church’s business was handled in a profes-
sional way.  A young pastor would be able to relate to the young families in 
our congregation.
