One of my favorite Bible passages is Philippians 4:4-8. There the
Apostle Paul writes:

“Rejoice in the Lord always. | will say it again: Rejoice! Let your gentle-
ness be evident to all. The Lord is near. Do not be anxious about any-
thing, but in everything, by prayer and petition, with thanksgiving, pre-
sent your requests to God. And the peace of God, which transcends all
understanding, will guard your hearts and your minds in Christ Jesus.
Finally, brothers, whatever is true, whatever is noble, whatever is right,
whatever is pure, whatever is lovely, whatever is admirable— if any-
thing is excellent or praiseworthy--think about such things.”

It is a matter of where we focus
our attention. He calls his struggles, slight momentary afflictions in 2
Corinthians 4:17 and focuses on the eternal weight of glory that awaits
him. Somehow he sees the hand of God in every aspect of life and dis-
covers the amazing hope God has for him and us.

That is a good reminder for us as we enter into summer. We live in
such a beautiful area, and our lives are so blessed with good things
and life forever with God awaits those who believe. As you take time to
enjoy the blessings around us, take time celebrate the wonder of what
God has done for us. His mercy is always there, whether it is our dark-
est hours of the night, or the glory of our brightest days. Think about
his blessings, praise him, and discover the true peace and renewal
that he offers each of us in his presence.
