Becoming a Christian is only the beginning of a 4%
process of spiritual growth that involves an increas- -
ing awareness of God, obedience to His Word, and
understanding His will. Why is it that some Christians’ lives seem to grind
slowly to a halt and others are disappointed in their spiritual progress? Our
circumstances, our priorities, and the importance we are willing to place on
Jesus Christ in our lives all play a part in how we progress in our spirituality.

A hymn-writer from the earliest days of the Christian Church, Ephrem the Syr-
ian (306-373), reminds us that “He who pampers his body and neglects his
soul is like one who feasts his slave and starves his wife.” For many in our
nation, our bodies are over-fed, but our souls are starving.

Jesus Christ is seeking a closer relationship with you. This month take a look
at some of the opportunities to feed your soul and grow in your spirituality:

Become part of a small group. A small group is a place where you can
find fellowship, support, and a place for your spirit to grow.

Look over the Bible Studies that are being offered and attend one. Get-
ting into the Word of God will give the Holy Spirit a chance to do His work.
Worship every Sunday. Worship is your chance to express your joy in the
Lord and to experience His presence.

As you grow in your faith, the time of worship can become the high point of
your week—not an obligation, but an incredible opportunity for communion
with the Almighty as together we share the blessings of God. Psalm 103
says, “Bless the Lord, O my soul, and all that is within me bless His holy
name.” To “bless” God means to “thank” Him. What a positive difference it
would make in our lives if we began and ended each day by “blessing” God.

Update

The MMSLG continues to meet on a regular basis, includ-

ing an all day session scheduled for 30 January. Using re-

sources we have available from other churches who have

adopted the Policy Based Governance model and from the
professionals who have guided our Constitutional reform, we are developing
each required section of the new church policies for an effective Policy Govern-
ance model. Policy Governance® is an integrated set of concepts and princi-
ples that describes the job of any governing board. It outlines the manner in
which boards can be successful in their servant-leadership role, as well as in
their relationship with the Senior Pastor. We have thus far developed:

(1) The Senior Pastor Executive Limitations, which guides Pastor Mann in the
broad directions of the overall Mission of OSWLC;

(2) The Board Governance Process Policy, which defines our commitments to
the work of the MMSLG, to each other as MMSLG members, and to rela-
tions with the Congregation; and

(3) The Board/Staff Interaction Policy which determines how the MMSLG and
the church professional and volunteer staff function together to assure that
OSWLC operates in a Christian, legal, professional, and ethical manner.

On 30 January we intend to finish most of the remaining policies including the
key Policy of End Goals which measures where we as a Congregation are go-
ing and how to measure our progress along the way.
