
There’s a story about an American tourist who visited 
China and found great humor in the terminology used 
on certain signs.  An elevator was call a “Lift.”  A highway overpass was called 
a “Flyover.”  In the Stanley Market the litter sign read “Don’t Rubbish!”  And 
the sign in front of an empty hotel swimming pool read, “Outdoor pool under 
overhaul.”  But the funniest sign was at the gas station.  It read, “No naked 
lights.” (We might say, “No open flames.”)  Signs sometimes require further 
explanation.  For example, January 6th is the Festival of Epiphany.  It com-
memorates the visit of the Wisemen to the Baby Jesus in Bethlehem.  They 
brought him gifts of gold, frankincense, and myrrh.  The gifts were signs, 
pointing to the true identity of the baby in the manger.  Gold was a royal gift 
meant for a king.  Frankincense was a holy gift acknowledging that this child 
was the Son of God.  Myrrh was a spice used for embalming—a foreshadow-
ing of the suffering and death of Jesus on the cross.  Did Mary and Joseph 
fully comprehend the meaning of these gifts?—I doubt it.  But with 20/20 hind-
sight we can read the signs.  We know that the angel’s message to the shep-
herds in the fields outside of Bethlehem was true:  “For unto you is born this 
night in the city of David, a Savior, who is Christ the Lord.  And this shall be a 
sign unto you—you shall find the babe wrapped in swaddling clothes and lying 
in a manger.”  As we move through the month of January, the Gospels on 
Sunday will center on the signs and miracles that point to the identity of Jesus.  
He is the Son of God, sent by our heavenly Father to redeem the world from 
sin.  He is your Savior and mine.  As you begin this new year, I encourage you 
to make a new commitment to know your Savior better.  Join a small group.  
Participate in Bible study.  Come to worship.  In other words, be like the Wise-
men, who when they arrived in Bethlehem said, “We have seen his star in the 
east and have come to worship him.”

Mission and Ministry Servant Leaders Group (M&MSLG)  Gets a Head Start  
 
As OSWLC transitions from the traditional Church Council  to the Policy-Based Governance model 
approved by the congregation last September, the members of M&MSLG  have been meeting since 
November to get a head start on addressing the most important aspects of the new leadership con-
cept.  Based on experiences from other churches, we have prioritized the subjects to address – ex-
ecutive limitations, operations, personnel, communications, and finances - and have established 

general principles that will guide the Group in policy-making.  As we transition, staff and volunteer functions, small 
groups, committees, and boards will continue in much the same manner as before, but with direct oversight from Pastor 
Mann as the M&MSLG develops new or adapts existing policies for their operation. As constitutionally determined, the 
Open Arms Board of Governance will be supported directly by the M&MSLG. Communicating our progress will be a 
regular feature of our relations with the Congregation as we move forward into the new Governance Model in 2010.
