What an experience!--Faith Forward and six weeks of sermons on steward-
ship.  By the time you read this, most of the pledges will be in for our 2010 
Faith Forward Capital Funding and Stewardship Campaign. Pledges as of this 
writing are $1,047,610.  Phil Jones served as chairman of the campaign, and I 
have to say thank you and well done to Phil and his team.  It has been a 
pleasure working with you for Christ and His kingdom.  
 

The 15th Anniversary Celebration Dinner was a big success with over 200 
people in attendance.  It was a beautiful catered affair held in the Fellowship 
Hall.  You might ask, “Why spend money on a dinner when the church needs 
to pay its bills?”  My response is to look at the money we saved.  Last Sep-
tember the congregation voted to go forward with a 3-year capital funding 
campaign.  Typically, for a campaign, an outside consultant is hired and a big 
dinner is held at a local restaurant or hotel.  The cost for the consultant is 
$50K and the cost for the dinner is about $40-$50 per person—another 
$10,000.  I congratulate the Faith Forward Leadership Team and all who 
worked as “Points of Contact”, “Table Hosts” and setting up and cleaning up 
for the banquet—your gift to Our Savior’s Way was a professionally run cam-
paign and a beautiful anniversary dinner at a fraction of the cost.  It was an 
event to remember!  Thanks also to Gary Christian for the wonderful slide 
show commemorating our 15th Anniversary as a congregation. 
 

Summertime is almost here.  Many of you have already planned weeks at the 
beach or in the mountains.  Think a little further ahead and consider becoming 
a part of one of the new small groups which will be forming in the fall.  We are 
looking for group leaders and for group members.   
 

Small groups are changing Our Savior’s Way.  At the end of 2009 Pastor Pe-
terson trained 15 group leaders, and we started 15 new small groups at Our 
Savior’s Way.

If you are not involved in a small group yet, 
plan on getting involved.  This is the future direction of Our Savior’s Way and 
the future is now!
