The Leadership Team for the 2010 Stewardship and Capital Campaign began
meeting in February. Phil Jones has agreed to serve as the Leader of the
Campaign and John Scherbenske is the Campaign Coordinator. Debbie Jus-
tice is serving as chair of the Communications Committee and Dave Labuhn
will chair the Resources Committee. Positions are still open on the Leader-
ship Team, so if you are interested in serving please talk to Pastor Peterson
or Pastor Mann.

The Stewardship and Capital Campaign will focus on:

(1) Encouraging members to step up toward tithing in their weekly offering.

(2) Making a sacrificial gift over and above your regular offering as part of a
3-year Capital Campaign.

Over the next three months we will be asking you, the members of Our Sav-
ior's Way, to prayerfully consider your support of the mission and ministry of
Christ in our community. Sermons, Bible studies, prayers and other events
will focus on God'’s call to faithful stewardship and sacrificial living. We have
been blessed with a beautiful new church building, a vibrant Open Arms pro-
gram, and a very active congregation. However, our ministry is limited by a
small church staff and pastors whose time and energy resources are
stretched to the limit by the needs of a growing congregation. Our hope is
that by retiring a portion of our $1.6 million Bridge Loan we can free up signifi-
cant resources to support additional staff and expand our ministry opportuni-
ties, meeting needs, and touching lives and hearts for Christ. At this time you
can help by supporting the Leadership Team with your prayers. You may
also have a suggestion for the Campaign Theme. So far suggested themes
include “Faith Forward”, “Expanding God’s Mission”, and “Taking the Next
Step.” We would also like you to consider serving on the Leadership Team or
on one of the seven committees that will be spear-heading this effort.
