From Pastor Peterson

Peter Block in his book, Stewardship, Choosing Service Over Self Interest, de-
fines stewardship this way: “Stewardship is to hold something in trust for an-
other.” Stewardship is the willingness to be accountable for the well-being of
the larger organization by operating in service, rather than in control, of those
around us.” Jesus was the embodiment of what a true steward’s life is all
about. He had the attitude of a servant. He viewed his life as a trust from God
and he chose service over self interest. He gave His life to save life. It is
amazing how the truth of the Bible applies today. Can you imagine if each of
us would choose service over self interest? What a better world this would be.
John F. Kennedy once challenged our nation by saying, “Ask not what your
country can do for you but what you can do for your country.” A better world is
not created by pointing our fingers at the problems around us and demanding
change. Things change for the better when we look at how we are living and
choose service over self interest.

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A Fresh Look At Pentecost

Fifty days after
Jesus’  resurrec-
tion, on a day
called Pente-cost,
the Christian
church was born.
Because Pente-
cost was a holiday
celebrating the harvest (a bit like our
Thanksgiving), the apostles and a
large crowd had gathered to celebrate
in Jerusalem.

Many people had assembled near Pe-
ter and the other followers of Christ
when “[FJrom heaven there came a
sound like the rush of a violent wind ...
" (Acts 2:2 ff, NRSV). Then tongues of
fire descended on everyone in the
crowd.

After the wind and fire descended, all
sorts of languages, known and un-
known, came out of the crowd. Each
person spoke “about God's deeds of
power” (verse 11). No wonder Luke
wrote, “All were amazed and per-
plexed, saying to one another, ‘What
does this mean?” (verse 12).

The whole affair was mind-boggling
and life-changing. The Holy Spirit had
come upon many people; they knew
God was powerfully at work in their
midst.

On Pentecost many years ago, some
3,000 people came to believe in Christ.
That's why today Christians remember
this powerful event as the birthday of
the church. Pentecost occurs on May
23 this year.
