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We see them standing by themselves, intently studying the bulletin board,
looking over the visitor’'s table or focusing into their coffee. They are visitors
and we know in our hearts that we should speak to them. We would, if we
were not afraid that after we say hello and exchange names there won't be
anything else to say. We'll find ourselves in the middle of an embarrassing
silence. Or we'll be asked to explain the sermon or the Lutheran position on
predestination. And so we don't say anything and visitors go away thinking,
“What an unfriendly church!” Maybe it's time to brush up on our conversa-
tional skills.

It is important to realize that almost every visitor wants someone to talk to
them on Sunday morning. But what do you say? How about trying these
conversation starters next Sunday:

Hello, my name is . I don’t think I've met you before.

There's coffee and cookies at the kitchen window after church. Would
you like to have something?

| see you have children. We have a wonderful children’s education
program at 9:30. May | introduce you to one of the leaders?

Maybe you would like to sit in on one of the adult classes while your
children are in Sunday School. Let me show you in the bulletin the
classes that are available.

I've been a member here for three years and | just love it. How did you
happen to come to this church today?

I've only been in the Washington, D.C. area for a couple of years.
Before that we lived in Ohio. Where are you from?

Whenever | approach visitors on a Sunday morning | usually say, “I don't be-
lieve we've met.” | follow that up with, “I'm glad you're here. How did you
hear about us?” and “Have you ever been to a Lutheran Church before?” If
the visitors are interested in connecting, | share a little bit about the congrega-
tion and what happens on a normal Sunday morning.

If the visitor says, “I've been here before, but | haven't for a year,”
point out what has changed—Bible Studies, nursery location , etc.

perhaps

If it's their second or third time, show them to things they may not have no-
ticed—the sign-up for nametags, the Adult Bible Class display case the Li-
brary, the Social Ministry Bulletin Board, etc. However you do it, the impor-
tant thing is to connect with someone new on Sunday morning. Welcome
those who are visitors. Help them feel at home in the house of God.

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GOOD NEWS FROM OPEN ARMS

The Open Arms Christian Child Development Center received its licensing inspection on

September 9-10. A request was made to increase capacity for the center to the maximum

544 students allowed by the Loudoun County Building Code. This request has been recom-

mended for approval by our licensing inspector with the VA Dept. of Social Services. She
stated that the “recommendation to approve our request” is due to the documentation submitted to support the increase,
and the fact that she feels a director and administrative team are in place that can manage the center/school to handle
this increase. Our current license only allows 325 children.

This is an increase of 219!!! Ellen’'s message to the staff: “Now let’s fill this place up!” The Open Arms Budget goal for
September was to increase enrollment in the full-time program to 70%. This goal was met as of the September 10th
Director’'s Report.

FINANCIAL CHALLENGE
During the past two fiscal years (Sept.-Aug.) the congregation has adopted budgets with planned deficits.

2009-2010 Budget Deficit was $332K
2010-2011 Budget Deficit was $294K

Where did these budget deficits come from?—They were the result of moving into a new building that is 3 times the size
of our original building. The decision to build included a $9.4 million Construction Loan and a $1.5 million Bridge Loan.
(The monthly mortgage for the Church —principal & interest—is $61K)

Where did the money come from to cover these past deficits?—Money to cover the shortfall came from the Building
Fund and a Bridge Loan with Lutheran Church Extension Fund. (Building Fund dollars are used to pay the mortgage.)

OUR CHALLENGE--For the Sept. 2010-Sept. 2011 budget cycle the members of Our Savior's way have adopted a bal-
anced budget. In order to meet this balanced budget there is a challenge for both the Church and Open Arms.

The Child Care Center is being challenged to increase enrollment in the full-time program from 67% to 80%.
Members of the Church are being challenged to increase giving by 4%.

Two ways to help: 1) Prayerfully consider an increase in your own gift to the Lord. 2) Help the ministry of Open Arms by
encouraging friends and neighbors to enroll in the Open Arms half-day or full-day Preschool and Child Care Programs.

Remember God's words in Jeremiah 29:11-12—"I know what I'm doing. | have it all planned out—plans to take care of
you, not abandon you, plans to give you the future you hope for. When you call on me, when you come and pray to me,
I'll listen.”
