“He taught them many things in parables” (Mark 4:2).  Jesus was a master storyteller.  Whether he was addressing a 
large crowd on a hillside, sharing a private meal with his friends, or answering one of the Pharisees’ trick questions, Je-
sus would often use stories to make his point.  These stories—or parables—have a lasting quality about them.  They not 
only challenged the original hearers to reconsider seriously their relationship to God, they also cause us to do the same.

WHAT’S IN A NAME (TAG)?  
 

Why wear a nametag on Sunday morning? Here is the experience of a recent 
guest at Our Savior’s Way: 
 

“I have begun attending your church and on my first day I realized almost eve-
ryone was wearing name tags. Everyone was also really nice, and by that I 
don't mean the fake nice that people in some churches HAVE to be as 
"greeters" or whatever, but they were genuinely nice. Some people said hi, 
some people put their hand on my shoulder, some people talked to me. In 
fact, a few days after church I saw a man who had put his hand on my shoul-
der at church and he recognized me, told me to call him Jim, and talked to me 
for a long time.  
 

Now I'm not saying that because they had name tags they were nice and 
really genuine, in fact, I don't think their kindness had anything to do with 
name tags. I think they were just kind. Name tags are really helpful for new 
people, or for people who don't attend that often.  I definitely appreciated them 
at church.  When I needed to ask someone a question and a man in the back 
was wearing a pre-printed name tag (as opposed to people in front of me), 
signifying to me that he would be one to ask.” 
 

What’s in a nametag? A smile. A person who can answer questions. A con-
nection for a guest. Are you wearing your name tag on Sunday?  Pre-printed 
or self-made, nametags are great way to help us know one another.  
 
(If you need a new nametag, Sign up for a new one on the sheet on the name 
tag kiosk.)

Someone once said that material things are like sea water.  The more we 
have, the greater our desire is to have more.   One of the great myths about 
life is if we only had a little more money, or more time, or more opportunity we 
would be satisfied.  Unfortunately, if we have more money, we live up to our 
income.  If we have more time our calendars fill up with things we did not ex-
pect.  There is never enough time for everything.  And if we achieve a certain 
level of success we are driven to try harder to achieve just a little bit more.

FINANCIAL UPDATE FOR JULY 

 
 
As projected in our yearly budget, expenses exceeded income in July.  (The 
2009-10 Budget projected a deficit of $157,322 for July.)  The income for July 
is impacted by the number of families on vacation (resulting in lower offerings) 
and a lower summer enrollment in Open Arms (resulting in lower tuition).  Ex-
penses were much higher in July 2010, because July is one of two months 
this year when there were three payrolls instead of two.  The extra payroll 
adds $85K to our expense line for the month.  The new budget projects that 
we will be back in positive territory by September when church members re-
turn from vacation and children return to Open Arms.

“How simple it can be” 
 

I read an email today that made me reflect on the simple things in life. A friend emailed a 
story of a young man named Kevin. The story is told by his sister.  Kevin was born after a difficult labor, and came into 
our world challenged. He would never have capacity higher than that of a seven year old. Take a moment to reflect back 
on your life at seven. I think of the word – uncluttered. 
 

Kevin wakes each day to catch his bus to a shop for the disabled where he serves in a simple task job. He gives his all 
for that job.  Kevin does an honest day of work, without complaining or taking the easy way out. When his day is over, he 
travels home on the same bus that brought him to work. He stands over the stove excitedly awaiting the water to boil to 
cook his favorite dinner – macaroni and cheese. With childlike excitement he sits down to dinner and eats just enough to 
fill his stomach.  He gives thanks for the food God has provided.  He enjoys the sunset and the quietness of the evening. 
Time spent with family members is precious to him. Kevin gets ready for bed with satisfaction for a day well spent.  
Kevin prays at the foot of his bed every night. He asks – “Are you there God? Where are you?”  He answers – “Oh, there 
you are – under the bed.” His prayers are for his family, his work, and to understand other people better.  He never 
seems dissatisfied. 
 

Twice a week Kevin gathers the laundry in the house for washing the next day.  He walks the dog, unloads the dish-
washer, and vacuums the carpet with his heart completely in it.  He doesn’t leave a job until it is completely done. There 
are no complaints. 
 

Kevin believes that everyone tells the truth, promises must be kept, and when you do something wrong – you must 
apologize.  He is free from pride and unconcerned with his appearance. He is not afraid to cry when he is hurt, angry or 
sorry. He is always sincere; and he trusts God.  Not confined to intellectual reasoning, when he comes to Christ, he 
comes as a child.  He seems to really know God – he is his friend. God seems to be a close companion.  Kevin has sim-
ple faith, not cluttered with doubt and confusion.  He soaks in the goodness and love of God. One day the mysteries of 
heaven will be revealed. We will all be amazed, but Kevin won’t be surprised at all! 
 

Are we the ones who are disabled in our faith?  The purity and simplicity of this young man’s relationship with God and 
his faith is a witness to us. That childlike faith is a gift from God!

What a GREAT week we had ZIP-ZAP-AND ZOOMING for Jesus!  Our open-
ings were wild. Our story times were mild, and Christ’s message of love and 
grace was given to each child. 

 

Through the stories of the boy Jesus in the temple, the feed-
ing of the 5000, Peter’s miraculous rescue from prison, the 
raising of Jairus’ daughter from the dead, and Christ’s own 
resurrection, children learned that Jesus came to seek and to 
save the lost and that he can do BIG things.  Jesus tells us, 
“Do Not Fear!  BELIEVE! and “Go and Tell!”, because Jesus 
works through his people.  With Jesus beside us,  ‘it doesn’t matter if we are big or small’, we can do 
BIG things too!

Republic, as well as $163 to help ship items to the country for use. 
 

On Sunday, they obeyed Jesus command to “Go and Tell”, as during wor-
ship, they sang two of their favorite songs, “Kid Power” and “Be Imitators” 
- or as one boy said ‘that ‘tater’ song! - which was the guiding Bible verse 
for our program, Ephesians Chapter 5: 1 and 2:  “Be Imitators of God as 
beloved children, and walk in love as Christ loved us and gave himself up 
for us.”  The music was a marvelous way to help the children remember 
an important Bible passage. 
 

The majority of the children attending our program came from our community.  Through Planet 
Zoom, we reached far out of Hive OSWLC with the love of God into the lives of many new 
faces. Just as the bees pass the pollen along, and help flowers to bloom and grow, lives 
touched here will bloom and grow, and continue to spread God’s Love. 
 

Thank you to the nearly 90 adults and youth who worked on projects before VBS began or do-
nated items, those who worked with the kids in their ’swarms’, led the stations, served on the kitchen crew, etc., to help 
us bring this wonderful week to the children.  I especially wish to thank Sherrie and Alan Battershell, for their work as co-
directors with me, as well as the Battershell kids who all helped out.  (It doesn’t matter if your big or small!)  Special 
thanks also to Caroline Broemmer for the huge job she and her crew did with the food service each evening.  
 

God’s Blessings as we continue to “BEE-lieve” and do BIG things for Jesus!
