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As you watch world events unfold the question inevitably comes up: 
“Are we living in the end times?  Are we seeing the fulfillment of Bibli-
cal prophecy?”  In the book of Mark we read that on the night He was 
betrayed “the high priest asked Jesus, ‘Are you the Messiah, the Son 
of the Blessed One?’ Jesus said, ‘I am; and you will see the Son of 
Man seated at the right hand of the Power, and coming with the 
clouds of heaven.’”  
 
If you are in one of the three Bible classes reading through the Book 
of Acts, you may have noticed that this prophecy is fulfilled in Acts 
7:55-56—the vision of Stephen, the first Christian martyr.  The word 
“martyr” literally means “witness.”  For Stephen, his witness put his life 
in jeopardy.  Testifying that he saw Jesus “at the right hand of God” 
cost Stephen his life.   
 
What does it cost you to witness to your faith?  This week I met with 
Paul McDonald, Executive Director of Barnabas Aid.  This organization 
offers hope and relief to Christians under persecution throughout the 
world.  He shared many moving stories of how Christians are daily 
paying a price for their faith—especially in Muslim countries.  His word 
of hope is that with the interaction between East and West, in spite of 
persecution, more Muslims than ever are coming to Christ. 
 
“For God so loved the world that He gave His only begotten Son …”  
Love is costly. Out of love, something may be offered freely, but that is 
not the same as saying it didn’t cost the giver anything.  It may cost 
everything.  Yet when it comes to the issue of witnessing to people of 
other faiths, we seem to be looking for methods and means that cost 
us nothing. The only way to achieve that end would be without love.

The GriefShare ministry at OSW began in May, 2008.  Nearly fifty people have come to GriefShare with unique stories, 
but all seeking the healing that only God can bring to them.  Although our facilitators have been members of our church, 
most of our participants come from outside of OSW.  They come from word-of-mouth, newspaper, the internet, or the 
sign.  Please keep this program lifted up in prayer!
