A STEWARDSHIP THOUGHT — Seize the Day

“Carpe Diem” seize the day is a challenge which all of us face each day. The words “Carpe Diem” originated in a poem
by the Roman poet Horace who died in 5 B.C. But the idea of making every moment count has deep roots in our Bibli-
cal tradition. The substance of our lives is made up of what we do with each day God gives to us. Here are a few

thoughts from the Psalms about how we might seize the day for the Lord.

PSALM 1:1-2 “Blessed is the man who does not walk in the counsel of the wicked or stand in the way of sinners or
sit in the seat of mockers. But his delight is in the law of the Lord, and on his law he meditates day and night.”

PSALM 25:4-5 “Show me your ways, O Lord, teach me your paths; guide me in your truth and teach me, for you are

God my Savior, and my hope is in you all day long.”

In 1999, 12-year old Kyria Henry, told her dad that she wanted to take her dogs to nursing homes
to make people happy. For the next 3 years, Terry, his daughter, and their 3 Golden Retrievers
visited nursing homes throughout Loudoun County spreading happiness.

In March 2002, an occupational therapist asked them if they would be interested in bringing their

“therapy dogs” to school with the goal to motivate students with severe physical disabilities by
engaging in activities with the dogs. The program was so successful that with the assistance of her father, Kyria, then
just 15, launched ‘paws4people’, a program with a mission to enhance the lives of special and regular education stu-
dents, seniors, and those with serious iliness or disability, through canine companionship of highly-trained dogs. As of
December 2010, paws4people has 30 Educational Assistance and Social Therapy Dog Teams providing therapy to chil-
dren and adults in Loudoun County through motivational activities, and positive interactions with the dogs.

From a simple desire to help dogs make people happy, paws4people™ has more than 160 dogs within its various pro-
grams with over 150 volunteers (no paid staff) and operates in nine states. They have been awarded a grant from IKEA
to further expand their programs, including helping Veterans with Post Traumatic Stress Disorder and/or Traumatic Brain
injury through placement of Mobility Service Dogs, Psychiatric Service Dogs, and Rehabilitative Assistance Dogs. Even
the actual training of dogs benefits people as inmates at five Federal Prisons have been instructed in the art of training
Assistance Dogs. Paws4people does not charge their clients for the Service Dogs.

Stroke is the No. 3 cause of death and
a leading cause of serious, long-term
disability in America. It occurs when a
blood vessel bringing blood and oxy-
gen to the brain gets blocked or rup-
tures and brain cells don't get the flow
of blood that they need. Deprived of
oxygen, nerve cells can't function and
die within minutes. The devastating
effects of stroke are often permanent
because dead brain cells can't be re-
placed.
