Outreach and Mission Project News…  
 Our classrooms are in the process of being restocked 
with faith-based literature, games, and materials as we prepare 
for our NLSA re-accreditation visit this coming spring. The cur-
riculum team of OA is now constructing new curriculum that integrates the faith into each subject area, and 
special training is being arranged for our teachers to better serve the outreach mission of our school. 
 
 Our church and school have been working together on mission projects to bring a greater impact to 
our mission efforts. Our OA families were invited to join us on our World Food Day packaging, and the school 
joined the church in collecting Thanksgiving food items and packing bags to be shared with families in need 
which teaches our students the importance of serving and providing for those in need.  OSW/OA  continue to 
invite our OA families to our Family Advent Chapels and dinners, and worship services.  We’d like to encour-
age members to greet and receive OA families as they become aware of them. 
 
 Since September 1, 2011 our church has baptized 3 children from OA, and there have been  6 new 
adult members join OSW from OA to date this school year.  This is something to celebrate! 
 
Enrollment Update: 
 Our school has an 82% overall enrollment rate at this time.  Even with our added classrooms this year 
(9 rooms/programs), our enrollment percentage continues to increase and allow us a greater opportunity to 
reach out into the community! 
 
Financial News…  
 Open Arms is in its second year of budgeting a percentage of the overall property and building mainte-
nance, utilities, and administrative costs.  Last year OA was charged with sharing a 50 OA/50 OSW cost per-
centage, and this budget year OA is charged with a 60/40 percentage.  We are pleased to share that OA has 
earned a net income after all expenses are distributed of $75,099.15 for the first quarter of this budget year.  
This means that OA paid all of their own overhead and detailed expenses and was able to meet the challenge 
of 60% of the Shared Expenses for our facility. 
 
 As a ministry of Our Savior’s Way, it is important to our overall ministry plan that we worked together 
to reach into the community we serve and remember that we are one ministry focused on sharing the love of 
Christ.
